2. Any class that exceeds fifteen (15) head will be broken into smaller subclasses. This will be accomplished by
dividing the classes as evenly as possible without splitting animals with the same birth date. Breaks in classes
will be at the discretion of the American Angus Association staff in attendance and with the assistance of the
breed representative.

Total premium amount will be based upon the number of paid entries.

Individual premiums will be determined after World Beef Expo and paid by November 1, 2011.

COWI/CALF PAIRS

Any female that qualifies for female classes in the Association’s standard classifications is not eligible to show in a
cow/calf class. However, the calf at the side of the cow is eligible to show in its respective class.

1 Cow/Calf Class — Three (3) years of age or younger. Cow born January 1, 2008 - August 31, 2009.
Calf must be the cow’s most recent natural calf and may not exceed 280 days of age on day of show.
2 Cow/Calf Class — Four (4) years of age or older. Cow born December 31, 2007 and earlier.
Calf must be the cow’s most recent natural calf and may not exceed 280 days of age on day of show.
